	Public Participation – A member of the public spoke to the Council in respect of planning application DA/2017/0290 and responded to a number of questions from Councillors, which has been summarised, below:
· Existing farm buildings will be used for this project, with no planned extensions; 
· The venue is 1km away from Everdon, 350m from the public highway and 450m from the nearest neighbour;
· Noise will be covered by the license;
· Music will only be played inside; 

· The music license  limit  is 11:30pm when entertainment will cease, 

· Events can take place on any day, with the initial anticipated frequency being three per week;

· Guests will be requested to avoid traveling through the village, with the suggested route being via the A45;

· There may be modest employment opportunities at the venue;

· The venue can cater for parties of up to 100 people and research suggests that there should be no more than 35 cars on site, although the parking area can accommodate more;

· Advisory measures had been taken to avoid any traffic issues
